Study Guide for 2019 Policy Debate Proposition
RESOLVED: That cellphones should be banned in secondary schools in Taiwan.

Undeniably, cellphones have become an indispensable part of our youngsters’ life over the past two decades, so much so that more and more people start to wonder if cellphone use in school should be banned. This debate targets that controversy, hoping to generate sound and informative arguments from our participants on both sides. Here, “secondary schools” refers to both junior and senior high schools, and “cellphone ban” is defined as “not being allowed to use cellphones (under normal circumstances, of course).” The affirmative can define the word “ban” in the way they see fit provided that their definition does not violate people’s common understanding of what “ban” means AND it indeed brings about a change to the status quo (see教育部電子3C 產品使用管理辦法 below).
As this is a policy debate, both the affirmative and the negative have to address a comprehensive policy conceived for this proposition. As this debate tournament places more emphasis on use of logic and evidence than on advanced debate theories or strategies, the negative counterplan, if the negative decides to run one, has to be non-topical (meaning the counterplan cannot affirm the proposition) and non-conditional (meaning the negative cannot ditch their counterplan during the debate).

Study Guide for 2019 Non-Policy Debate Proposition

RESOLVED: That high school students in Taiwan should have open campus lunch break. 
For years, we have had high school students protesting against school regulations that forbid them from purchasing lunch from sources outside of school. While some schools have loosened up the regulations, others refuse to budge. This debate offers students, along with teachers/administrators, a chance to look closely into the issue and argue from both sides (perhaps for the first time). Here, “high school students” refers to “senior high school students,” and “open campus lunch break” means “students are allowed to go off campus to purchase or eat food during the lunch period.”

As this is a non-policy debate, debaters are not expected to come up with a concrete plan for implementing open campus lunch break. Instead, they should focus on contending the reasons and proof for or against high school students having open campus lunch break.
